“Enemy of the State” by Scott Balson

When Balson published the book “Murder by Media, Death of Democracy in Australia” in January last year he knew that he was taking on the establishment (big business and government) but never expected the remarkable series of events that followed its publication:

· “Murder by Media” (now sold out) was banned by Dymocks three weeks after the launch

· The Australia/Israel Review and The Courier-Mail labelled Balson anti-Semitic

· In July 1999 Balson was arrested two days after allegedly publishing the name of Bill D’Arcy, a Labor MP in Queensland facing some 50 child-sex charges, on the Internet following a written complaint by The Courier-Mail. (It is illegal in Queensland to name a person facing child sex charges until he/she has been committed for trial).

· Two months after Packer’s The Bulletin named D’Arcy in breach of the Act in January 2000 no charges had been laid by the Department of Public Prosecutions.

· After spending over $8,000 in legal fees during aborted court hearings in 1999 Balson was forced to defend himself in March when the case was eventually heard in Ipswich because the Magistrate in Brisbane refused to accept his claim against the police who botched these earlier aborted hearings.

The book “Enemy of the State” is a personal record of the battles that Balson faced with the establishment during the period following the launch of “Murder by Media”. 

Enemy of the State documents an amazing David and Goliath battle. Balson was able to use the system to turn a clearly politically motivated act of intimidation against him into a highly embarrassing expose on the government, the politicisation of the upper levels of the judiciary in Queensland and the power of the Murdoch press over government. During this time evidence of foul play by The Courier-Mail, whose complaint led to his arrest, came out of the woodwork... 

The book runs for over 300 pages and contains 16 pages of colour plates and documents. The first 200 copies of the book are signed and numbered 1/200 to 200/200. These copies sold out before the launch.
The book was launched in April following the March court hearings.
